Can 
you guess who the author was? We will tell you more in the next 
newsletter.

We will be open every Wednesday from 10am-3pm from 
April 23rd until the end of October, and on the last Saturday of the 
month (11am-3pm) also from April to the end of October.

See the little tools that helped the Romans keep their 
nails (and ears!) clean. What do you think would survive from your life 
after 1800 years? See the key to the condemned cell of Ilchester 
Gaol, and much much more. We have hundreds of photographs of 
Ilchester in days gone by and a list of the gravestones at Northover 
Church so if you are researching your family we may be able to help. 
The Heritage Centre is next to the town hall. The entrance is on High 
Street, but we may soon be changing that to entrance through the 
main town hall door to make access easier for everyone.

Flooding Issues:   

PC reported on the ongoing flooding problems at Bridgehampton. Les Ste-

phens from West Camel Parish Council is liaising with Environmental Agency 

(EA) to try to divert the ditch, potentially this could cost around Ã200 and is 

looking at splitting this between the two councils. The other end of Bridge-

hampton is still problematic but the flooding does appear to drain away quick-

er. Stockwitch is flooding more regularly, this is coming from the A303. 

It had been suggested that if people drive through flooded areas this may ne-
gate their insurance. It is worth checking policies as this could vary.

The problem of raw sewage in Mill Lane was raised again. This has not yet 
been resolved. A contractor for Somerset Highways department has jetted the 
drains but do not know where the water is going and have no funding to cor-
rect the problem. A sewage pumping station nearby overflows into the ditch. 
There is a useful website: https://theriverstrust.org/ which provides an interac-
tive map for each pumping station. Concerns were raised that with the addi-
tion of 8 more houses at The Old Forge Court will only exacerbate the prob-
lem.
